This catholic church is not able to be contained in one human-led organization, but
thistrue church is found wherever the Word of God is preached in purity and the
Sacraments are rightly administered. It is our firm belief that Village Lutheran
Church is aplace where the catholic church is seen and expressed through this
faithful sharing. We are catholic.

Some important lessons come to mind. First, the Reformation did not seek to start a
new church but to return the church to its catholic (universal) past. Understood this
way, calling us a protestant (protesting) church is not totally accurate. Rather we
would see ourselves as a reform movement of the one holy and catholic church
which is part of, and not outside, of thistrue, yet invisible, fellowship created by
Chrigt.

Growing in our understanding of our place in the catholic church also reminds us we
are not the only Christian church but rather we are a part of a larger church made-up
of sisters and brothersin Christ created and nurtured by the Word and Sacraments.
We may, at times, need to speak up and make sure the universal church hearsa
constant need to “reform” (more about that next month) but we do not feel we have
the lone truth and that all others are outside of God’ s grace. We, along with the
baptized from apostolic times, “believe in the holy catholic church, the communion
of saints, the forgiveness of sins and the life everlasting.”

June 1 through July 4th is Nation Fireworks Safety month; so, it®not too early to consider how to enjoy fireworks without endan-
gering our health. Best idea: Leave the handling of fireworks to the experts. Fireworks are explosives. Period. Every year, hun-
dreds of children and adults lose fingers, hands, eyes, and sometimes their lives when they handle fireworks.

If, despite this advice, you feel your party will not be complete without fireworks, follow these tips from The National Council on
Fireworks Safety:

X Usefireworks outdoors only.

Obey local laws. If fireworks are not legal where you live, do not use them!

Always have water handy (a hose or buckets of water)

Only use fireworks asintended. Don't try to alter them or combine them.

Never re-light a2dud® firework (wait 20 minutes and then soak it in a bucket of water)

Use common sense when using fireworks. Spectators should keep a safe distance from the shooter. And the shooter should
wear safety glasses.

Alcohol and fireworks do not mix. Have a2designated shooter"
Only persons over age 12 should be allowed to handle sparklers of any type.
Do not ever use homemade fireworks or illegal explosives; they can kill you!

Report illegal explosivesto the fire or police department in your community.
