Asthe words to this hymn resonate in your mind, | hope you are able to ponder on these striking words; Blessed Jesus, king of
grace, imprint your image, never may your work erase, Jesus crucified for me, my life, my hope's foundation, etc. What great
imagery! What great words! What a wonderful hymn for Lent!

Aswe also ponder our baptismal call to share the love of Christ in word and deed, a hymn like this one inspires us to strive to
that goal every day. When we think about all that our Savior did for us by Hisincarnation, suffering, death, and resurrection,
we compelled to rejoice! Our God, who created the universe and everything in it, emptied himself so that we might know Him
asour Lord and friend, as well as enjoy His gracious forgivenesst WOW! It's amazing!

Once that message hits home in our lives and we embrace its full meaning, we cannot help but strive to share it with others. A
great part of the joy these words proclaim is that it is a message God wants His whole world to hear, not just us!
