October: Barnyard Buddies: aproject of LCMS WORLD RELIEF/HUMAN CARE, that helps purchase livestock for familiesin
different parts of the world, providing needed food and an income source.

November: ECAP/Eastchester Community Action Program. Every year The Chapel School contributes canned and boxed food
itemsfor local distribution.

Y ou can take home a mite box, fill it with your loose change (or
bills) and return the money to the big mite box. The money isthen sent to the LWML and is used to support 8 local mission
projects, as well as several national mission projects. Many pennies can add up to big bucks, so please help in this effort. Below
isan update on the first 3 local mission projects.

Money has been received to fund the first two mission grants of this biennium. Checks have been sent to St. John's Evangelical
Lutheran Church, Holbrook for $2,500 for mission grant #1: 2St. John's Evangelical Lutheran Church Food Pantry Mission
Outreach®; and to SonRise Lutheran Ministries, Pottersville NY, for $4,000 for mission grant #2: 2SonRise Lutheran Ministries
Children's Camperships®.

We are now in the process of working on mission grant #3: 2Preparing God' s Children for Life® in the amount of $3,000. The
Lutheran Church and School of Our Saviour in the Bronx, NY, seeks to 2prepare God' s children for life®. Ninety-five percent of
the school children are non-Lutheran and two-thirds are not baptized. This grant will enable Our Saviour to set up a scholarship
fund to reach more unbaptized children and bring them into the school. Through this program, the church/school will be able to
establish an outreach to these children and their families, and bring them into the church family through baptism.

X Take your time eating a meal, chew slowly: Take at least 25 minutes to consume ameal. Taking your time will
make you feel more full.

Eat only while seated: Eating while standing causes you to eat more.

Drink an 8 ounce glass of water before eating: It will fill your stomach and ease your hunger pangs.
