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Over the past several months I have been sharing areas in which I 
feel God is leading us to grow. To review: 
  

Our hunger for the bread of life;  
Our urgency for the lost;  
Our willingness to share all;  
Our place in the catholic church; and finally  
Our responsibility as agents of change.  
  
We are a suburban congregation. Whether we hail from the 
northern tip of Manhattan, the Bronx, Westchester or even 
Connecticut, we are a suburban people, and a major quality of 
suburbanites is the desire to not "rock the boat." However, when 
the boat we refer to is the holy catholic church (often portrayed as a 

ship by early Christians) and when the waters around us are roaring and the 
winds howling, how can this boat not rock? 
  
I believe that over the next several years we will grow in our ability to speak out as agents 
of change. Whether this change is directed to the world, our nation, our communities, the 
catholic church  or even our own church body, we have much to say.  
  
Understand, however, that we may all not agree about the issues. One of the great benefits 
of being a people that speak out is that we must first become informed about the issues of 
the day. If we will speak out for the rights of the unborn or the aging, we must understand 
the unique concerns that revolve around these issues. If we desire to keep the needs of 
Darfur and Chad in the minds of our community members, we would need to understand 
the plight of the people there. If we were to advocate for reform in the catholic church  or 
for more opportunities for women in our own church body, we would need to diligently 
study the scriptures to speak authoritatively on the issue. 
  
We would also be required to be a people in prayer. We would dare not open our mouths if 
we had not asked God "to open our lips" and receive our prayers and praise. Much as the 
civil rights leaders that produced great change in our nation’s past, we would need to be 
more fervent in prayer as we begin to speak. 
  
It would also require people to lead and people to follow. A movement without a leader is 
just sentiment and a leader without a movement behind her or him, is just a lone voice. 
Together we can find issues that we care about, learn and grow through study and 
discussion and lead and empower change through our actions. A thought about areas that 
God would have us grow in that is straight from the Hart.

I  AM ALREADY A GENEROUS PERSON 

Many of us feel that we are already quite generous, compared to other people we know, but 
we should pause to ask:  What is the Bible’s standard for generosity?  The Old Testament establishes the tithe  
system– one tenth of gross income.  If we are honest, we will admit that most of us fail even this meager standard.  
In the New Testament, Jesus’  one chosen example of generosity is a poverty stricken widow who gives her last 
two pennies (Mark 12:41-44), 100 percent of all she owned.  Even more striking, the apostle Paul points to the 
example of Jesus himself, who subjected himself to the most terrible poverty in order to enrich us (2 Corinthians 
8:9).  Do we give a fraction of our wealth?  We should think carefully before calling ourselves generous.

If life is only about me getting around, slipping easily into the spaces I need to go and feeling 
good about not living in the exorbitant style of other people, but just existing in my little corner, then I have missed the 
mark about what it means to be a Christian. I am not saying that we are not to be good stewards, but we dare not tunnel 
vision our outlook to the world to the point that it' s only about me and God. He has bigger plans! 
 

God desires us to be out in the world shining with His light for the world to see. God desires us to use the resources He 
has given us and to share them with more than one person. He wants us to share them with all we meet and interact with 
daily. God wants us to live our lives not worrying about what we will eat or drink, but trusting that all these things will 
be given us, even as we share His message of forgiveness, hope, and life to all people.   
 

The vehicle which God has given us is much bigger than a two-seater. He has placed us into His Church which holds so 
many and which He placed into motion, not for scooting around town, but to be a beacon of light welcoming all to come 
on board, to receive the gift of forgiveness and life everlasting in Jesus Christ!
